Mine Action Advocacy & Coordination Activities

Note: numbers in this document are as reported by multiple sources and have not been independently verified by UNMHA.

Throughout March 2024, UNMHA recorded five (5) landmine and explosive remnants of war (ERWs) 
related incidents, resulting in a total of nine (9) civilian casualties in the Hudaydah governorate. Four (4) 
of these casualties involved children, resulting in 3 injuries and 1 death. These civilian casualties were 
reported in the Al-Hali, At-Tuhayta, Ad-Durayhimi and Al-Hawak districts.
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Mine Action Update

In March 2024, the UNMHA Mine Action team continued 
to engage with the RCO, UNCT, INGOs, as well as 
international stakeholders and local authorities in 
Hudaydah, Sana'a and Aden. The team provided 
coordination and technical support, including advocacy, 
through 23 dedicated activities.
